Tue “*Remy” Murper.—The murder of
““Remy,” on Judge Chambers’ farm, in
Queen Anne's county, several years ago,
is still fresh in the memory. of most of
our citizens. We find the following 1n
the Smyrna Times, which states that a
negro, now serving out a term of impris-
onment in the Maryland penitentiary, has
confessed having committed the crime.
We subjoin the article for what it is
worth :

Five or six years ago Remy Gilmorette,
a Frenchman, was murdered near Ches-
tertown, and his wife was left in a sup-
posed dying condition. Suspicion point-
ed strongly to a colored woman who was
called Martha, and who lived in the fam-
ily. Gilmorette and his wife were sten-
auts of the late Judge Chambers, and re-
sided on his farm in Queen Anne’s coun-
ty, near the foot of the bridge which
spans the Chester river at Chestertown.
They were supposed to possess a consid-
erable sum of mmoney, as they always paid
the cash for everything they bought, and
plunder was evideatly the object of the
murder. This colored girl was arrested,
thrown into prison and tried, and was ac-
quitted thro’ the indiscretion of a young
lawyer, Miloor Jones, a relative of Judge
Chambers, a nephew, we believe. Jones
had visited the girl in prison, and from
her had extorted a pretended confession
with promises of some character, which
destroyed the value of his testimony and
led to her acquittal.  Public sentiment,
however, adjudged her guilty, and but
for the action of Jones she would have
been convicted and probably hung. In
doing 8o an innocent woman, at least one
who was not the author of the erime,
would have been deprived of her life.
For, recently, the perpetrator was discov-
ered. He is a colored man now serving
a term in the Maryland Penitentiary for
another erime. The prison officials inter-
cepted a letter, not long ago, in which
allusion was made to the murder, and by
which his guilt was fully established. We
understand that after the expiration of
the term of the convict he will be tried
for the murder.

steps away, followed by his helper. He
found his wife lying in a pool of blood on

the kitchen floor, with her head almost

severed from her body. Hicks was ar-
rested and taken to the village tavern,

where he was committed to the uha:ge of

an officer to convey him to jail, thirty
miles away. While the prisoner was in
the room assigned him, in charge of one
of the constables, he drew from his poek-
et & large knife, and before the net was
discovered cut his own throat, inflicting
such wounds that he died in a very short
time, never speaking after inflicting the
wounds. Before committing suicide Hicks
admitted that he had killed Mrs. Coeh-

ran, and said he had doue it because she

had wronged him so deeply that ke could
not help it. He would do the same thing

The insect blight is still in our Howell
pear trees, but it is not making the head-
way I feared it would. We now have
the slug on our pear trees eating the
leaves pretty lively. The Bartlett 1s the
only variety they are doing much damage
to. The slug is a worm about a half
inch long, and resembles a tadpole; it is
found on the upper side of the leaves. 1If
left alone it will destroy the leaves, and
of course there will be no pears there the
next year. Downing recommends dust-
ing the leaves over with ashes, plaster
and quick lime, an endless job in a large
orchard. Randolph Peters, who 1 con-
sider good authority, prefers whale ol
soap-suds sprinkled over the tree. I fear
the slug is the worst enemy to the pear
tree that we will have to contend with.

Miss Rose Mitchell, artist, has just re-
turned from the Philadelphia Academy of
Design, where she has been for the last
five months copying principally from
castes of antiquity.
