“Dew Ponds”

A hot Sunday
afternoon in July, 1879, found Miss
Shirley and her parents, on a street
corner beginning services. It had
been noised about the mill district
that “A Hallelujah gang” was start-
ine a meeting, and soon a hostiie
crowd gathered. They heckled, de-
rided, hooted, and drowned out the
simiple hymn singing of the trio witn
buisterous mirth, and only stopped
short of persoﬂal violence. But des-
pite this, there was a few receptive
ones in the gathering and they fol-
1ywed Miss Shirley and her parents
to a nearby chair factory, where they
t.ad arranged to hold religious ser-

Yices.

ihe Salvation Army in America.

In March, 1880, Commissioner
George Railton, one of General Booth's
firat assistants in England, came 10
the old chair factory in Philadelphia,
accompanied by seven riallelujah las-
Theyv established their head-
quarters there and the factory no
longer was a nameless meetin g placc
of a small relicious band, but was
named Post No. 1—the first Salvation
Army in America.

As the vears rolled on the converts
inereased. and other posts were start-
ed. The commissioner remained for
a few vears in Philadelphia and then
transferred his headquarters to New
York City. defore he left however,
the first copy of the “War Cry”, the
armv’s official paper made its appear-
oance. It has appeared ever since
then. not alwavs with regularity, for
in the early days there were times;
when funds were lacking.

For the first ninefeen yvears the sole
ogspel of the Salvation Army has been
evungelism, but, in 1899, the leaders,
who for some vears had been dwelling
upcen the possibilities of institutional
work. established the Women’s Res-
cuc Home and Maternity Hospital at
5415 Lansdowne avenue. In 1902
The Salvation Army took another step
and opened an industrial home for
men, which has been self-supporting
from the very beginning in nearly
eervy city where the Army operaies
suc h a home.

In 1914 the total importa-
tions by the United Kingdom were
approximately 2,600,000 pounds.

The
United States contributed more to
these totals in 1918 than any other
country, its share being 16,000,000
nounds, valued at $5,500,000.
