Except Washington
himself Lafayette was of all living
men the most popular and the most
beloved personage throughout the
LTaited States.

Wasuingtan and Hamilton public-
Iy joined in the natiows loud acelaim
of gratifieation which followed the
announcement of Lafayette’s wish
and purpose to cross the Atlantic
and to become an American citizen.
But while they were making every
demonstration whigh invited his
coming, and promised a welcome,
they as a matter of fact were most
strongly and resolutely opposed to
his adopting any such action. To
prevent the consummation of such
desion they opened and carried on a
a correspondence with William Vans
Murray, the American envoy to the
Netherlands, who also informally
represented our country with refer-
ence to France. They urged that
every obstacle should be interposed
to his coming, and every possible ex-
pedient be adopted. This correspon-
dence gives a history of this remark-
able intrigue, for as such it must be
characterized. It embraces the let-
ters written in connection therewith.
The devout and sincere patriotism of
Wa shington was nnguestionably the
motive that influenced his eondncet,
He believed that Jefferson’s political
tenets would ruin the nation, and for
some reason he was convineced that if
Lafavette came to America he would
join himself to Jefferson, and that in
such event the balance of parties
would be destroved, and that the
Freuchman’s wonderful popularity
would earry Jefferson on a tidal wave
to the Presidency. To prevent this
result they devoted their utmost en-
ergies to prevent secretly what they
advocated openly. To say the least
of it, the casuistry is startling.

These letters are copied in four vol-
umes and the writing is close, neat
and perfectly preserved. Colonel
Sulivane, to whom they belong, pre-
sented them to the librarian of Con-
gress to be valued. On his recom-
mendation a joint committee has
been appointed by Congress to con-
sider the propriety of purchasing
them. This committee has recom-
mended that £5,000 be appropriated
for their purchase. On one of the
pages is a genuine, original autograph
of Napeleon the Great.

('leveland on Civil-Serviee,

President-elect Cleveland’s views
upon the civilservice question, in
answer to a letter of the National
Civil-Service Reform League, are
clearly expressed to the point. Tak-
ing his past record as a criterion to
judge by, they are only what might
have been expected, and should be
entirely satisfactory to the advocates
and adherants of true reform. JMr.
(leveland has a fixed poliey in this
matter and intends to earry it ouat.
We give below the text of his letter;

“T am not unmindful of the fact to
which vou refer, that many of our
¢itizens fear that the recent party
change in the national executive
may demonstrate that the abuses
whieh have grown up in the civil
service maybe ineradicable. But fully
appreciating the trust committed to
my charge, no such consideration
shall caus=e a relaxation on my part of
an earnest effort to enforce this law,

“There is no class of government
positions which are not within the
letter of the civil-service statute, but
which are so disconnected with the
peliey of administration that the re-
moval therefrom of present incum-
bents, in myv opiuion, shounld not be
made during the terms for which

taken in advance of the inexorable
partisan rule that to the victors be-
long the spoils.

That the laws might be amended
to advantage in various repects is
doubtless true, but to the extent that
it conteinplates an improverment of
quality of the civil service and its pu-
rification of unclean elements all
cood citizens must agree.

Mr. Cleveland fully indorses the
spirit of the law, and that is assnrance
enough that his administration,
while according a just recognition to
the claims of party, will not make
parly service the arbitrary and inva-
riable rule of preferment.
