Judge Morris has dismissed without
costs the libel suit of Robert A. Mc-
Cuinn. a colored minister, against the
owners and captain of the steamer
\lason L. Weems for damages for the
treatment on board to which McGuinn
was subjected because of his color. In
fuly, 1887, he bought a first-class ticket
to Millenbeck, Va. When the supper vell
rang he seated himself at the table, and
upon his refusal to move, the food and
dishes were removed to another table,
the passengers all taking seats at that
table and leaving him alone. After-
ward the passengers threatened him,
which was the cause of his leaving the
boat before reaching his destination.
The judge held that whena first-class
price is demanded and paid the persons
paving that price must have the same
~ccommodations, but when public sen-
timent demands a separation of passen-
gers it must be granted to some extent.
