Peter and Cornelius—Acts 1-16—Bible
Analysis.

We continue our study for the next
three months in the Acts and LEpistles,
from the point where we left it before
the review of last month. Peter has been
the chief figure o far in our study this
year, but after our next lesson a new
person becomes prominent. Itis Paul,
the converted persecutor of the Christian
church, and for the rest of the year his
life and work are the main themes of
our study. TWe lc:sons of this quarter
are decidedly of a-missionary nature,
and in this lesson we learn how DPeter,
who preached nn’y to the Jews at first,
came to preach to the Gentiles. The
conversion of Cornelius was the begin-
ning of missionary work among the
Gentiles. It was a vision that made
Cornelius, the proud Roman, send for
Peter, the humble Christian preacher,
and it was a vision that made Peter go

leading a pious and devout life; he gave
alms and pra‘yml regularly, and yet there
was something more fqr him to do, as we
note in the next part of our lesson.

Verses 9-16.—Peter prayed on the
house top (verses g), as it was a beauti-
ful Eastern custom to pray on the roof.
The houses in Palestine were, and still
are, built with flat roofs, and have out-
side stairways leading to the top. Such
a house had a wall around the roof that

would help to shut the worshiper away i

from all consciousness of the world about
him. Moses required that every house
should have such a protection (Deut.
xxii, 8). Peter became very hungry and
fell into a trance, or kind of sleep. In
a vision he saw a large sheet tied togeth-
er at the corners let down out of heaven.
In this sheet were all kinds of animals

'and birds. A voice told Peter to kill
' and eat, but he would not eat what was'to
a Jew unclean. The voice which was that

Important Improvement Recommended

There is about a quarter of a mile of
the principal thoroughfare in Denton
over which travel is exceedingly heavy,
and on which in winter and early spring
the mud is quite troublesome, to say
nothing of the dust in summer, which is
kept down only by a liberal use of the
town’' s water cupply. These conditions,
it is claimed, would be effectively and
permanently remedied by surfacing the
street with a layer of crushed stone,
about four inches thick. The material
could be procured cheaply, our facilities
for transporting it being the best. For
the space designated, for a 12-foot track,
the stone could be delivered at Denton
for less than three hundred dollars, it is

said. The street-bed, which i1s full of

shells, forming an admirable and dura-
ble ba%e already constructed, could
very easily and at trifling cost be made
ready for the stone covering. These facts
have been considered by some of our
property-owners, and they favor the im-
provement. [his work has been done
in some of the Peninsula towns, notably
Milton, with results very satisfactory to
the people. Such aft improvement is
being made on Railroad avenue, Greens-
boro.

Verses 1-8.—The fact that the Lord
sent a special angel to Cornelius to direct
him, and the readiness with which he re-
sponded to the vision goes to prove that
he was in close touch  with God. He
was a good man and earnestiy seeking
for the true light—honest, upright and
devoted. He feared God, although not
a Jew, and his family was marked for
its religious character (v. 2.) Cornelius
prayed, and an angel came and told him
that the Lord had heard his prayers and
had seen his good works (verses 3-4).
The angel also told him to send for Peter
that he might tell him how to be saved
(verses 5-6). . Cornelius believed the
word of the angel,and sent men to DPeter
to come and preach to him (verses 7-8).
The angel did not preach the Gospel to
Cornelius, but guided him to one who
would (v. 6). Cornelius was not in a
trance, as was Peter, but was engaged in
prayer when the angel appeared (S5ce v.
30). It was about the ninth hour of the
day (v. 3), or three o'clock in the after-
noon, the hour of the evening prayer
(Acts iii, 1). There we see that Corne-

lius, althnugh a heathen or Gent-ile. _had |
adopted some of the Jewish forms of|

worship. It seems from verse 7 that the

The best remedy for
the scale is the lime-sulphur wash. The
formula is seventeen pounds of sulphur,
twenty-five pounds ot lime, and enough
water to make ﬁﬁ; gallons of spray.

Moisten the sul-
phur to a paste and pour itinto the kettle,
then add the lime, us_il_:gthe best freshly-
burned stone lime.
