The descendants of George and Michacl Harlan,

— ——

who landed in America two bundred years ago |
from England, helda family coaventionat Bur- |

lington Park, Chester county, Pa., last week, for
the purpose of establishing a permanent family
organization., All the Harlans in America are
descended from these two brothers, who were the
sons of James Harlan, of Durbam county, Eng-
land., ‘The Herlans in Harford county, the
descendants of Jeremiah Harlan, who lived near
Bwafford, including the families of Dr. David
Harlan, of Churchville, of Dr. Reuben Harlan,
{r2ow deceased), who lhived near Level, and Mr,
Henry 8. Harlao, who lives near Stafford, on the
old homestead farm, are descendants of the
younger brother Michae!; the Harlans living
near Fallston,including the tamily of Mr. Joseph
Harlan are believed to be descendants of the elder
brother George, who was baptized at the monus-
tery of Monk Wearmouth, in Durham coun-
ty, “Old Ecgland,” ia January, 16540,
