of the Marine Chemlicals Co,, Ltd., of
South San Franelsco, Calif,, is report-
ed by the American Chemical soclety.

Large Industrial flelds for magnesi-
um compounds, used In steel-making
and In the construction of alrplanes,
automoblles, raliroad cars and electri-
cal appliances, have been opened up,

Commerclial recovery of minerals
from the sea 18 now proceeding both
on the east and west coasts of the
United States. Bromine for antiknock
gasoline 1= bhelng extracted on _he
const of North Carolina. Sclentists,
says the American Chemlical soclety,
declare that It Is only a matter of time
untll gold, sliver, platinum and other
precious metals will be “mined” from
the ocean on a commercial scale,

“The successful production of inex:
pensive magnesium salts opens large
fields for future applications,” reports
Mr. Chesny.

“Medical authorities show that there
s an alarming Increase In certaln dis-
eases of the human race In the last
decade, such as cancer, Infantile par-
alysls, chronle stomach allments and
certain nervous disorders. It has been
pointed out that this has gone hand
in hand with a steady decrease In the
amount of magnesium salts available
for assimilation by the human body.”
