Perhaps the honor of being the
first to utter it belongs to the clti-
zens of Sheffield, Mass., who as
early as January 12, 1773, proclaimed
the grievances and rights of the col-
onles, among them the right of self-
government. The cltizens of Men-
don, In the same colony and In the
same year, also passed resolutions
contalning three fundamental prop-
ositlons of the Declaration of Inde-
pendence {tself: that all men have
an equal right to life and liberty,
that this right Is Inalienable, and
that government must orlginate In
the free consent of the people.
John Adams had been outspoken In
his advocacy of Independence for
more than a year before Lee Intro-
duced his resolution In congress
and he had avowed It In letters,
which tha British Intercepted In
July, 1775, and printed In a Boston
newspaper.
However, If we accept a tradition
which seems to have conslderable
basis of fact, then the first real Dec-
laration of Independence was adopt-
ed In Mecklenburg county, North
Carollna, on May 31, 17756. Accord-
ing to this story, news of the bat-
tles of Concord and Lexington
reached thls county while the militia
companies were met for their regu-
lar muster, Thereupon the Mecklen-
burg patriots, most of them Scotch-
Irish Presbyterlans, passed these
resolutions;

the resolution."”

Four of this committee—Jefferson,
Franklin, John Adams and Roger
Sherman—were “radicals” and the
“moderates” were represented on |t
by only one man, Robert Livingston
of New York Forly In thelr dalth
erations the committee assigned to
Jefferson the tusk of prepuring Lue
draft of the document. Thus it
was that he became the “author
Of the charter of American libertles.

"As such, the great Virginian 1s
entitled to all the honor that has
heen pald him. But It does not de-
tract from his fame to pay tribute
to some of the other heralds of free-
dom whose work was a necessary
preliminary to his., For that rea-
son, Americans should be more fa-
miliar than most of them are with
the names of four Englishmen—
John Locke (1632-1704), Algernon
Sldney (1022-83), James Harring-
ton (10611-57) and Thomas Paline
(1737-1800) —whose political phllos-
ophy was embodled In the Declara-
tlon of Independence.

Of that document, Jefferson later
gald: *“Neither alming at original-
ity of principle or sentiment, nor
vet copled from any particular or
previous writings, It was Intended
to be an expression of the American
mind, and to give to that expression
the proper tone and spirit ealled for
by the occaslon.” So even though
he did not “copy from any partleu-
lar or previous writings,” his famil-
iarity with Harrington's “Ocenna"
(1066), Locke's “Two Treatises on
Government” (1680), Sldrey's “Dis-
courses Concerning Government”
(1698) and Paine's “Common Sense"
(1776) undoubtedly was reflectied
elther in his writing,

Amerieans should be more famil-
far also with the names of two other
Virginlans, Edmund Pendleton and
George Mason, “authors" of a docu-
ment which was a direct ancestor of
the Jefferson masterplece.

man,” to issue processes, hear and de.
termine all matters of controversy,
according to sald adopted laws, and
to preserve peace, union and har-
mony In sald county: and to  use
every exertion to spread the love
of country and fire of freedom
throughout America, until a more
Eeneral and organized government
be established In the Province,

It has often been pointed out that
this declaration contains many of
the Ideas and some of the very
phrases and forms of expression aft-
erwards used by Jefferson in the
document which was adopted by the
Continental congress a year later,
(Those phrases are printed in black-
face type In the quotation above.)

An explanation for that fact mn-y
be found In the statement of John
Spencer Bassett, one of the few re-
cent historians who mentlons the
Mecklenburg Declaration. In his
“Short History of the United
States,” he says: “A copy of these
resolutions was sent to England,
where It Is preserved, and they were
also printed in a Charleston newspa-
per. The original was destroyed by
fire, and being rewritten from mem-
ory survived in a form resembling
thenational Declaration of Independ-
ence. Many people have taken this
paper, whose date, May 20, Is sup-
posed to be accounted for by the
difference between new and old
chronology, for the resolutions ac-
tually passed on May 81. This
‘Mecklenburg Declaration of Inde-
pendence' Is not supported by relia-
ble contemporary evidence, and is
now rejected by the best histo-
rilans."”

In contrast to this, however, is
this statement in Justin Windsor's
“Narrative and Critical History of
Ameriea":

It has been strenuously elalmed
and denied that, at a meeting of the
people of Mecklenburg county In
North Carolina, on May 20, 1775, resa-
olutions were passed declaring thelr
independence of Great Britain. The
facts In the case appear to be these:
On the 31st of May, 1775, the people
of this county did pass resolutions
quite abreast of the public sentl-
ment of that time, but not venturing
on the fleld of independency further
than to say that these resolutions
were to remain In force till Great
Britaln resigned Its pretentions.
These resolutlons were well writ-
ten, attracted notice, and were cop-
led In the leading newspapers of
the colonles, North and South, and
ean be found In varlous later works,
A copy of the South Carolina Ga-
zette contalning them was sent by
Governor Wright of Georgla to Lord
Dartmouth and was found by Ban-
croft In the State Paper OMce,
while In the Sparks manuscript Is
the record of a copy sent to the
home government by GQovernor Mar-
tin of North Carolina with a letter
dated June 30, 1776. Of these reso-
tions there s no doubt.

In 17983 or earller, some of the
actors In the proceeding, apparent-
ly Ignorant that the record of these
resolutions had been preserved In
the newspapers, endeavored to sUp-
ply them from memory, unconsclous-
ly Intermingling some of the phrase-
ology of the Declaration of July 4th
in congress, which gave them the
tone of a pronounced independency.
Probably through another dimness
of memory they affixed the date of
May 20, 1775, to them. Thesa were
first printed in the Ralelgh Reglster
on April 80, 1819, They are found
to resemble In some respects the
now known resolves of May dist, as
well as the national Declaration of
Independence. In 1829 Martin print.
ed them, much altered, In his “North
Caraolina,” but it Is not known
where his copy eame from. In 1831
the state printed the text of the
1819 copy, and fortifled it with rec-
ollectlons and certificates of persons
aMrming that they were present
when the resolutions were passed on
the 20th,

But If there Is doubt as to the
authentlcity of this purported action
by the North Carolina patriots, there
s no doubt of subsequent actlons
elsewhere in which the keynote was
“freedom"or“independence.” OnJune
J the provinclal congress of South
Carolina adopted thils “assoclation” :

Independence without fear and with-
out apologies,

the colonists had used in framing
thelr petitions

brushing aside the lawyer's pleas
Paine boldly challenged not only

British constitution and the policies
of the British government.

“It Is repugnant to reason, to
the inward order of things, to sup-
pose that this continent can long-
er remain subject to any exter-
nal power. The utmost stretch of
human wisdom cannot at this time
compass a plan short of separa-
tion!” he declared in his ringing
plea for independence.

From that time events moved to
a swift climax, On May 5, 1778, a
provincial convention met in Vir-
ginia to frame a new constitution.
On May 15 resolutions were adopted
asking congress to declare separa-
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lutlons were drafted by Edmund
Pendleton, a member of the commit-
tee of correspondence In 1778 and
of the First Continental congress
and president of the Virginia Com-
mittee of Safety.
viously the convention had indorsed
a Declaration of Rights which nad
been prepared by George Mason,

Committee of Safety,
Composed of 16 articles, the re-

gon's work Is a striking one. On
June 20 Virginia adopted the first
written constitution of a free and
independent state In America,

But even before that time signifi-
cant events were taking place In
Philadelphia where the Second Con-
tinental congress was In session. On
June 7, Richard Henry Lee of Vir-
ginia, obeying the mandate glven
him by the Virginia convention in
the resolutions passed on May 15,
offered In congress this resolution:

“Resolved, That these United Col-
onles are, and of right ought to be,
free and Independent states, that
they are absolved from all alle-
glance to the Britlsh Crown, and
that all political connection between
them and the state of Great Britain
Is, and ought to be, totally dis-
solved.”

The philosophies of Locke and
Sidney and Harrlngton were bear-
Ing thelr frult, The words of Palne
and Pendleton and Mason were
about to flower into a document
which Thomas Jefferson was to pen,
It would begin: “Whereln the course
of human events, It becomes neces-
sary for one people to dissolve the
political bands which have connect-
ed them with another,” ete. And It
would end with these ringing words:
“. . « solemnly publish and declare,
That these United Colonles are, and
