and in the future may obtain the
fullest possible moral, physical and
financial benefit therefrom.

These farmers and sportsmen feel
that if we and our children are to
enjoy the economic and recreational
privileges in wildlife as we have in
the past we must promote game
management on our farms, as this
will naturally in turn take care of
the rest of our wildlife. They con-
tend that game can be safely hunt-
ed only when the stock on each par-
cel of land is protected against
overkilling and provided with cover,
food and some protection from nat-
ural enemies.

The association is of the opinion
that the present attempt to restore
game by the control of hunting
seasons, bag limits and continual
restocking has failed, except where
ollfer environmental factors have
accidentally remained favorable,
Hence, in the long run the present
system holds out no hope of con-
serving game,

The association realizes our laws
and restocking are important, but
they are not the root of the trouble.
So to this end the association rec-
ognizes the land owner as the cus-
todian of public game and is en-
deavoring to protect him from the
irresponsible shooter and to com-
pensate him for putting his land in
a productive condition. This com-
pensation will be in the form of
cash, service or protection for the
use of his land and for his labor, on
condition that he preserves the
game seed and otherwise safeguards
the public interest. In other words,
this game management enterprise
will be a partnership to which the
farmer, the sportsman and the pub-
lic each contribute appropriate serv-
ices and from which each derives
appropraite rewards.
