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STATE HEALTH DEPARTMENT

ISSUES OYSTER REGULATIONS

In preparation for the oyster sea-
son, notices were sent in August,
from the State Department oi
Health, to packers and others en-
gaged in the oyster business In
Maryvland calling their attention to
requirements which must be met
in order that their products may
conform to State and Federal regu-
lations, and their establishments
may be duly certified.

In explanation, Dr. R. H. Riley,
Driector of the BState Department
of Health, said that the sanitary
supervision of the oyster industry
15 under the charge of the Bureau
of Food and Drugs, of which Mr.

A. L. Sullivan is chief. “After due
inspection by representatives of that

Bureau”, Dr. Riley continued, “cer-
tificates are issued by the State De-
partment of Health to concerns
that are equiped and operated in

compliance with State and Federal
regulations.

“The certificates must be renewed
annually., They may be withdrawn
at any time for fallure to conform
to the sanitary requirements. Early
application for renewal is requested,
in order that inspections may be
made without avoidable delay. Ap-
proximately 230 firms met the re-
guirements and were granted certifi-
cates during the 1936-37 season".

Emphasis was placed upon the
following requirements in the no-
tices sent to the oyster concerns:

Shucking, packing and
clean condition.

storage

Utensils, tanks, blowers, ete, must
be thoroughly cleaned daily. Some-
one must be held responsible for the
supervision of this cleaning.

Hot Water In
must be available at all times when

ample quantities

establishments are operating. Water
should be piped to tanks and blow-
ers and not delivered by rubber
hose,

Shucking buckets must be of san-
construction,

itary A substantially

made galvanized oyster bucket or
pail which cannot be nested on the
benches is satisfactory.

Packing rooms must be {ree from
surplus material so that they can
be washed down and cleaned daily.

If plants are operated during the
fly season, the oysters must be pro-
tected from contamination. Screen-
ing will probably be found neces-
SAry.

Attention of those who re-pack
oysters was also directed to the
need for a more satisfactory type
of returnable container. The use ol
a standard milk can and of other
cans of sanitary construction is per-
missible, If returnable cans are
used, they must be washed and then
sterilized with live steam. The clean-
ed cans mu.st be stored In such a
way that they will not be contam-

inatec.
