Clark is on the east, and For-
syth on the west side of the lake—and each has
made an expedition into Canada, and the for-
mer bronght out15 or 20 sleigh Joads of pub-
lic property and the latter 15 or 20 prisoners.
This colonel and major, with their light troops,
carry more terrorinto the British provinces
than Wilkinson’s and Hampton’s armies both
did last fall. Should our army move into Ca

nada, and take a strong position, somewhere
beyond La Cadie, and refuse to fighta gene-
ral battle, but send out its riflemen, horse, and
light artillery, and as many light infantry as
could be spared from the position, it is my opi-
nion that they could take or drive in all the
enemy’s pickets round his position, which he
will take at Halfway-house, or somewhere be-
tween St. John’s andthe river St. Lawrence.
And, unless he should fall back and take a posi-
tion with his rear on that river, cut off all his
supplies, and force him to retreat to theriver at
least, and probably acvoss it. This kind of
warfare, in the present state of the discipline
of our army, I think - preferable to fighting
genera] battles, even if our troops are more nu.-
merous ; as the European troops wunderstand
fighting a general battle in the open field bet-
ter than they do a partizan warfare.—Colum.

MiLLEDGEVILLE, Geo. March 16.

Our Indian affairs have recently undergone
no material change. Offenfive operations,
which are at prefent fulpended, will be renew-
ed we imagine on the arrival of the troops
from North Carolina, who have at length
marched and may be looked for in the courfe
ofa week By the Iaft accounts from Gen.
Jackfon, he wasat Fort Strother with five thou-
sand militia and a regiment of regulars, and
expected to defcend the Coofa river to its junc-
tion with the Tallapoofa about this time.—A
simultaneous movement was to have been made
by Col. Ruffell to the head of the .Alabama.
Could the troops on this fide have alfo advan-
ced, the Indians would have been completely
hemmed in, and perhaps an end put to the war.
It 1s not unlikely that the march of Col. Ruffell
may have been protracted by a late incident.
Being engaged in building boats at the Alaba-
ma Heights to tranfport his provifions, and ha-
ving a number of men who were unemployed,
he determined to make an irruption into the
enemy’s country and destroy a town which he
underftood was not far diftant. But it feems
his guides deceived him, and after traverfing
the wildernefs ten days, during all which time
no fign of an Indian was discovered, his ftock
of provifions failed. Having taken the precau-
tion to forward a fupply up the river, a fmall
party headed by Lieut. Wilcox of the U. States
army, was difpatched in fearch of the boat and
their comrades, of whofe fafety they had be-
come apprehenfive. They had proceeded but a
fhort diftance down a fmall rivulet, when they
suddenly came on a large body of Indians who
purfued them in canoes.  Finding they would
be overtaken, the party made for the fthore--
the enemy approached and the conflict com-
menced—* long time in even scales the battle
hung”--but the favages, though five times
their number, were at " length repulfed, and
our adventurous countrymen proceeded on.
Being again purfued, their canoe unfortunately
upfet ina fecond attempt to land, by which all
their ammunition was loft  The little that re-
mained having been expended, the Indians af-
ter a bloody conteft overcome them--~but one
man escaping to tell the mournful fate of the
veft. 1Itis faid that Lieut, Wilcox, though
wounded in many places, struggled to the laft,
and had fcarcely fallen when the detachment
which he was in search of came in view. The
Indians immediately fled, leaving the fcalps
they had taken. e s s |

thoufand men employed. If able to elude our
arms, they muft ere long be conquered by fa-
mine, being already reduced to great poverty
and wretchednefs, and having no means of
procuring fubfiftence. 1In any event, govern-
ment will no doubt confifcate at leaft enough
of their lands to defiay the expences of the
war ; and it-is quite poffible that part of the
nation which has remained friendly will be
refiricted in their territory, and made to cona
form to regulations that will ensure their fide-
lity in future. Such of them, however, as have
rendered us important aid, and none will deny

but Barney Riley is of that numbsr, ought not

to be forgotten.

The tincture of the skin should not detract
from valorous deeds ; and we cannot but in-
dulge the hope, that this brave man will be no-
ticed and duly rewarded by the proper autho-
rity.

Norfolk, March 29.
ARRIVAL OF THE COMET.

The privateer schr. ComeT, of Baltmore,
Thomas Boyle, Esq. commander, arrived ag
Beaufort, N. C. on the 19th inst. after a cruize
of five months, in which, as usual, she has
done immense damage to the enemy’s com-
merce. From Mr. James B. Stansbury, Sur-
geon of the Comet, who arrived in town om
Saturday night last, from Beaufort, we learm
thatthe Comet has captured, during this cruize,
TWENTY 8AIL of the enemy’s vessels; 7 of
which were manned and ordered for the Unit-
ed States, 4 ransomed, and the rest destioyed.
Of those ordered in, 3 ' have arrived at Wil-
mington, N. C. one of which was a tender to
the British Adm. Laforey. The Comet had
a severe engagement with the English Letter
of Marque ship Hibernia, of 22 guns, close in
with the Island of St. Thomas, in the night of
the 10th of Jan. and would certainly have cap-
tured her, as she was discovered at day light to
be completely cut up in her hull and rigging 3
but both vessels were then so near in the ene-
my’s harbor, that Capt. Boyle was obliged to
hauld off without delay. iyn this action the
Comet had 3 men killed. Theloss of the ene-
my could not be ascertained, but by appears
ances it must have been very great. '

The Comet’s cruizing ground has been
chiefly among the Leeward Islands of the
West-Indies, where her extraordinary and suce
cessful enterprize has kept the enemy in a per-
petual state of alarm.  Scarcely a day passed
that some of his Majesty’s cruizers were not
dispatched after her, but they returned with
one story :—* they saw her, but could not
catch her.” 'The merchants of St: Thomas
subscribed a large reward for her capture, but
to no purpose ; the Sawcy Comet still eontinued
to capture their vessels, in the very mouths of
thefr harbors, and under the very guns of their
forts and men of war. Except the famous pri-
vateer True Blooded Yankee, the Comet has
done more injury to the commerce of the ene-
my since the war, tham any of our cruizers.

PAY OF MILITIA, &e,

The provision incorporated into thebill to
amend the militia laws, which was referred to
in the statement of the proceedings of the house
of Representatives on Monday, authorizes the
payment of the expences heretofore incurred,
as well as those to be hereafier incurred, im

marching dstachments of militia to their places

of rendezvous. The section was moved by
Mr. Jackson of Virginia, and supported by the
mover, and by Mr.Eppes and M. Nelson, on
the ground that the expences incident to call-
ing out and marching the militia on the requi-
sition ofthe proper authority ' to its place of
rendeavous, constituted as just a claim against
the U, 8. as those incurred afterwards. It was
said thata construction had been given atthe
War Department adve:se to such claims ; that
a provision for their alijowance had been re.
commended by the President ofthe U, S. and
every principle of justice and policy sanctioned
the adoption of the amendment.  The Chair-
man of the Militia Cemmittee and others ar-
gued that it was impolitic to adopt the amend-
ment ; that it would subject tiie government
tothe payment of improper expenditures of
monéy, and that its retrospective operation
was inadmissible, The objections urgedagainst
that provision in the section which required
a payment of the expences of calling out the
militia induced its friends to consent to ex-
punge it, and w'th that modification it passed
the House by yeasand mnays after a debate of
more than two hours, !

Thissection as agreed to is in the following

And be it further enacted, That the expences
incurred or to be iucurred by marching the
militia of any state or territory of the United
States to their places of rendezvous, in pursu-
ance of a requisition of the President ofthe Uy
States, or which shall have been or may bein~
curred in cases ef calls made by the authority
of any state er territory, which shall have beén
or may be approved by him, shall be adjusted
and paid in like manner as the expences incur-
red after such rendezvous on the requisition of.
the President of the United States. Pmnzdm
that nothing herein contained shall be ¢onsi=

dered as authorising any speciesof expendi”
