BASKETBALL FANS of this vi-

¢inity got their first glimpse of stall-
ing in the Washington-Haverford
game last Saturday night.

€ame a long way from meeting with
their approval was very evident.

The Haverford team was playing
with one avowed intention—keeping
the score as low as possible. They
saw defeat staring them in the face
and wanted it to be by a small mar-
gin.

They stood,
motionless, and held the ball when
neither team has scored and contin-
ued the same tactics when they were
trailing by ten or more points. That
isn’t basketball and is the very  .ing
the Rules Committee has legislated
against and makes a special request
that all refrain from doing. The rules
empower the referee to call a ‘“held”
or ‘“jump” ball when any opposing
player comes within a yard of the one
obviously withholding the ball from
play.
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IN SPITE of the unwillingness of

the Haverford team to play basket-
ball the Washington College five
turned in one of its best games of the
season. The team was not flashy in
its victory but it showed that element
of fight which is so essential to a
team that would win. It handled the
situation, one entirely new to it, in
fine style.

The victory brings to mind many
ef those in other years

half trailing only to come out in the
end with victory safe by many points.

The work of Robinson and Stevens
was especially heartening to local
fans coming, as it did, just at the
time the team had suffered the loss
of one of its most promising players.
