SIRANGE DISAPPERRANCE OF R GIRL!

The Girl, Who Was Miss Lillie Lorah,
Dreamed She Would Be Abducted and
Related the Circumstances.

A strange case of the disappearance
of a young girl puzzled the residents of

this county and baffled the efforts of

the detectives on the case.

The strangest part of the case 1s that
the girl, whose name 1s Lillie Lorah,
recently had a dream, which she related
to her mother, in which she stated she
was walking alohg the road when two
men stepped out, caught her in their
arms and carried her to the woods. In

the dream, which, the girl declared, was

a most vivid one, she was tied to a tree
by her abductors and left there until
she died.

Last Sunday, after the dream, the girl
came from a walk almost hvsterleal de-
claring that she had just met a man, ‘and
he was identical with one of the two
she had seen while in her slumbers.

The whole county is greatly excited
over the affair, and the’ first Impression
was that the glrl had either been abduct-
ed or murdered, and the more supersti-
tious, when they remember the circum-
stances of the dream, were certain that
this was the case. Some few thought

that the girl may have assisted in her
i’;ut these were greatly
in the minority

Miss Lorale is a pretty, intelligent
young lady, 20 years of age, who has al-
ways borne ‘the best of reputations, so
that those who think she may have fled
have but little on which to base their
theory. She was housekeeper for John
Reed, a farmer living near Dulaney’s.
Monday evening she left the Reed resi-
dence and paid ashort visitto her moth-

er, who lives a short distance away. |

While at home she mentioned the fact
of having seen two strange men while
coming from the Reed house. Nothing
was thought of thisat the time, but great
stress i1s laid upon 1t 1n the light of later
events. When she left home for Reed’s
her sister went part of the way with her.
The two separated where the road start-
ed through the woods, and that was the
last seen of the missing girl, except by a
small child, who left her soon after. |

When his housekeeper did not return
to his house Monday night Reed felt no
alarm, supposing she had remained at
home. On this account her disappear-
ance was not known until Tuesday morn-
ing, when a search was begun. The
only traces found of her on the road be-
tween the Reed house and her home
were a glove,a handkerchief and some
vegetables her mother gave her.

On her visit to her mother’s house
Miss Lorah was accompanied by a neigh-
bor’s child. 'The latter returned with
the two sisters and soon after the sister
left them to return home the child says
her companion stopped and told her she
had better go home. The child object-
ed, but finally left,and it is this that
lead some to believe the disappearance
was premeditated. The glove and hand-
kerchief were found near where the
two separated. |

The searching party organized Tues-
day morning met with no success, and
Detectives McVey and Witzel were put
on the case. With a number of farmers
who volunteered their services the de-
tectives made a careful and systematic
search of the surrounding country with
no avail. So thorough was this search
that even the small bridges across the
roads were torn up to see if the girl’s
body had been concealed beneath. A
piece of woodland containing 150 acres,

'where the eglove and handkerchief were

found, were gone over so carefully that
a mouse could scarcely have escaped
discovery, but no trace of the missing
girl was found.

The parents of Miss Lorah have re-
ceived a letter from her eaylnﬂ* that she
is alive and well.

As soon as the letter was received the
party of farmers who had been search-
ing the woods ever since the girl left
home was called 1n.

The letter wasdated Tuesday, July 14,
and the stamp had been cancelled on
the train. This gave Detective Witzil a
clue, and he found that the girl had left
on Tueeda,y morning on the Norfolk ex-
press. Itis supposed that Miss Lorah
18 in Philadelphia, as no girl answering
her description was seen to get off the
train.

The letter did not give her reasons
for leaving home, buta love affair is sup-
posed to be the cause. Some of the
people living in the vicinity refuse to

 believe that the girl left home of her

own accord, and think that she was ab-

| ducted and forced to write the letter.
'She was prominent in church work and
was a favorite with all who knew her.

A “fake’ letter was sent Tuesday to
Miss Lillian’s mother, the original letter
only stating that she was well and would
be home soon. The following is the
forged letter which some of the neigh-
bors believe is the true condition of
dffalrs

y Dear Parents, Brother and Sister :

I su],I)puee you think I ‘am dead or murdered,
but I am ative. I am allowed to write this
much to you. I was captured that night on
the road, but I am not allowed to tell hew or
by whom ; if I do they will kill me. I am not
allowed to go out of the place. I don’t know
where I am myself; they tell me I can come
back soon. I don’t know why all this suffering
is puton me. I think it will be useless for
you to try to find me and spending money on
it, and don’t worry, for I hope they will re-
lease me some time. Keep my clothes for
me, for it is few I get to wear now and scarce-
ly anything to eat I am getting thin enough
now. I often wmh I was back, but what is the
use in wishing. I thinkit is aband of gypsies
I am with. 1 am allowed to write this much
to you but no more. I plead and beg them to
let me go,but it is no use ; they say they will
in a few months. Good-bye. From your

The letter was written with a pencil,
1n a lady’s regular and beautiful hand.

From the neighbors it was learned
that Miss Lorah is vivacious and very

pretty, with an extremely easy and fas-

cinating manner. She possesses a fine

voice and though only having received

'a public school education, was known
for miles around as one of the brightest
oirls in the entire ‘“hundred.”

Her father, John lLorah, is an elderly

' man, a prosperous farmer, living in a

' comfortable home with his wife, his son

and his son’s family, consisting of wife

and five months old child. 'Their resi-

dence is just across the Kent county,

Md., line in Delaware. Lillie, however,

was ‘known as w ell, or pl’)&‘il}}l} better

1in Kent county, Md than in Delaware.

Sne had many friends in Mar yland, and
being a regular attendant upon the ser-
vices of Delaney’s Methodist Episcopal
church and having a fine voice, she was
a consplcious member of the ehoir.
