Messrs. Editors:— |
1t is perhaps due to our ‘‘patrons’ in
eneral to make reply to a letter pub-
lished in both the News and Transeript,
in their issue of Saturday last.

The letters referred to having the ring
of sincerity in them, we feel they merit
an explanation, notwithstanding the

charges of ‘‘trust” which we consider |

unfair and incorrect. There certainly
has been no organization to limit or
control the milk supply, or in any man-

having it for sale.

On the contrary the writer has been
ready to c¢lose out his business to some-
one wanting the glory of rising at 3
o’clock a. m., warm days and cold days,
bright days and blizzard days, high days
and holidays, week days and Sundays—
roads smooth or rough, banked with
snow or mired in slush, bridge open or
closed, side-walks intact or covered in
sleet, no matter—milk-man must walk
or erawl and be on time or in addition to
his other troubles take a tongue-lashing
for tardiness whenever it pleases the
patron to give it. But, no one wants to
field. Why not
charge merchants, of all classes, with
forming ‘‘trusts’”’ whenever prices rise.
Are not these parallel cases?

We believe if you will investigate, you
will not find another town in the State
that gets so high a quality for so low a
price as the present.  Many towns are
paying 8 cents a quart and not served in
bottles either, But to be brief: We are
not getting a living profit out of the
business and were compelled to get a
better price for the goods or quit business.

A few years ago wheat bran, an uni-
versal cow feed, could be bought for $12
to $15 a ton. Now the price is twice
these figures. Other feed stuffs have
risen in proportion. Labor too is higher,
so that there is less profit in a pint of
milk now at 4c than there was then at 3e.

But to the question atissue—the price
of pints as compared with gallons.
