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We often see and hear lots about the
succulent bivalve, but on last Tuesay he

The season just closed has beeu the
most uuprofitable to dredgers, tongers,
runners and packers, on record. The
time actually made by the tongers of
this section during the 202 working days
of the season, was 000 whole days, and
000 part of days making about 000 whole
days all told, owing to blustery and
rainy weather and ice blockade. Ilad
it not been for the fair prices which was
an average price of about 35 cents per
bushel, the oystermen would as rule, be
in a most embarising circumstances.

Our oyster bars were never (except
when many bars were effected by de-
sease) in such a depleted condition. The
prospect at this time is very discourgeing
for next season. Besides the general
depletion of the bars, a large percentage
of the ovsters now on the bars are in a
dead, dying and sickly condition. Had
the season been as propitious as to the
weather, as'the usually are the oysters
would have been all gone with out a
doubt. Disguise the actual conditions
of the bars and fight oyster legislation
as we may. Some things in the way of
new legislation must ensue, or those de-
pending on the oyster industry in Kent

county will have to seek other parts, as
other employment here is out of question.

The drop in the oyster market of two
weeks ago continued to the end. Not
for many vears has the season closed so
dull. The buyers lay the blame on the
packers, while the tongers blame the
buyers.
