Land and Water, |

John Murray in his learned mono-
graph entitled “The IIeight of tae
Land and Depth of the Ocean,” cul-
culates that our globe’s total area of
dry land is equal to 55,000,000 square
miles and that the area of the ocean
is 137,200,000 square miles, IHe esti-
mates the volume of dry land above
the level of the sea at 23,450,000 «ubic
miles and the volume of all ocean wa-
ters at 323.800,000 cubic¢ miles, Ile
also gives ligures to prove that the
mean height of the land above the se:n
is 2,250 feet and the mean depth of all
oceans 12,480 feet. It is estimated that
the rivers and other streams carry into
the ocean each year sediment to the
amount of not less than two and a half
cubic miles and that they also carry
away not less than 1,183 wmiles of mat-
ter in solution. Murray, Peterman,
Von Gosse and other noted geogra-
phers, hydrographers, mathematicians
and civil engineers spent much tine
