It
has two main objeets—{first, that of pre-
venting illegal or corrupt praetices In
conneetion with Parliamentary elections,
and. seeond, the diminution of expenses
in the eonduet of sueh eleetions.

Imprisonment For Bribery.

- A summary of the English Corrupt
h’ractices act, made at the time of its
passage by Mr. J. Renwick Seager, con-
tains, among other things, the following
passages :

“The eriminal punishment for bribery
'is imprisonment with or without hard
labor, for a term not exceeding one vear
or a fine not exceeding £ 200 ($975). In
addition to this, the offender is to be in-
capable of being a registered voter or
voting in any election for seven years
after the date of convietion if the offense
was committed in connection with a
Parliamentary election, and he 18 also
excluded from holding any judiecial or
public office, Repeating or aiding or
abetting of the offense is considered a
felony, and any person convicted can be
imprisoned for not more than two years.

Election Expenditures.

“‘Under the sections governing election,
expenses the candidate must appoint an
election agent or he may aet as his own
election agent. In counties he may
name one sub-agent for each polling dis- |
trict. The returning officer (a public
official) must have notice of the ap-
pointment of election agent and sub-
agents. No contract is enforceable
against the candidate unless it 1s made
only by the ecandidate of his legally ap-
pointed agents. All elaims against him
must be sent in 14 days after the eleec-
tion, and all expenses must be paid
