From Ireland.—By the ship Gem, ar-
rived at New-York, from Londonderry,
the editors of the Evening Post,shave re-
ceived files of the Dublin Evening Past
and Belfast News Letter, to the 7th
May. “Their contents relate chiefly to
numberless outrages commifted in dif
ferent parts of [reland, during which the
losurgents, who wore masks, and were
armed, not only robbed several houses,
but maltreated the peaceableinhabitants.
In one night, sixteen houses were attack-
ed and robbed by an armed bandditti, in
the county of Kilkenny, Where resis-
tence wa- offured, the robbers used their
bayonets, and several had fallen victims
to these attacks. They even carried
their diabolical system so far as to stab
cows and pigs, and cut the throats of
horses belonging to those marked out
for revenge. The perpetrators of these
crimes assumed to themselves the right
of retaliating, for murders said to have
been committed by the officers of police,
which had not been sufficiently punish-
ed by the established authorities.
