Practical Development,—One of the most important fea-
tu.ws of our system is the systematic process 1n the pursuit
of the studies of the High Schools, by which our teachine
elementis prepared. The studies of the pupils are cnmlmrtef{
with the view to the use of the knowledge attained in prac-
tical life. This course is pursued in the Primary and Gram-
mar Scliools as well as in the High Schools, The pupils are
encouraged 1n the use of their knowledge as they attain it.
In fact they are instructed by the continuous drafts that are
made upon their intelligence to use their knowledge in the
process of 1ts attainment and in the development and expan-
sion of mental power during the pursuit,
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
