74 of Article 23, Baltimore City Code, 1893,
title “Health,” sub-title “Nuisances and the Pre-
vention of Disease,” be and the same is hereby
repealed and re-enacted so as to read as follows
Whenever in the judgement of the Commis-
sioner of Health the condition. of any unpaved
private alley 18 a nuisance or detrimental to
health, he shall give notice to the owner or
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
